He and his wife Kay will still be near by as they have a
summer cottage outside of Kilmarnock. In April the Diocesan Council reconvenes to elect a new
Bishop Suffragan who will be consecrated this coming summer.

This past
year under her leadership our pledge program was redesigned producing 132 pledges for
$217,353. Twenty of these pledges are new ones. She has orchestrated the new photo directory
which will be arriving from the printer in the next few weeks. Tom Hay completes his term as
Junior Warden. Under his leadership the repairs, painting and upgrades to our buildings and
grounds have been completed. Thank you, Lisa and Tom.

New beginnings involve names and prayer. We always can call on our Lord and ask his blessings.
For the coming year my prayer is that we continue his mission and ministry in this very special
place. May the Lord bless you and yours for all of 2012.
