Dear Parishioners,

Pentecost is the celebration of the coming of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles. The Books of Acts
describes these events in vivid detail: “And suddenly a sound came from heaven like the rush of a
mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting. And there appeared to them tongues
as of fire, distributed and resting on each one of them. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit
and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit gave them utterance. And at this sound the
multitude came together, and they were bewildered, because each one heard them speaking in his
own language.” They were all amazed because they heard of the mighty works of God.

The coming of the Holy Spirit in John’s Gospel occurs on Easter night when Jesus stood among
them and said: “Peace be with you.” When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side,
Then the disciples were glad when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them again, “Peace be with you.
As the Father has sent me, even so I send you”. And when he said this, he breathed on them and said
to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven; if you retain the
sins of any, they are retained.”

The music of the church often gives real meaning to events that we find hard to understand. Veni,
Creator Spiritus, (O come, Creator Spirit come) a ninth century hymn, speaks of the power of the
Holy Spirit. Today, it is sung at the ordinations of bishops, priests and deacons.

Come, Holy Ghost, our souls inspire, and lighten with celestial fire.
Thou the anointing Spirit art, who dost thy sevenfold gifts impart.
Thy blesséd unction from above is comfort, life, and fire of love.
Enable with perpetual light the dullness of our blinded sight.
Anoint and cheer our soiled face with the abundance of thy grace.
Keep far our foes, give peace at home: where thou art guide, no ill can come.
Teach us to know the Father, Son, and thee, of both, to be but One,
that through the ages all along, this may be our endless song:
praise to thy eternal merit, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

The question for the church is what to do with the gifts of the Holy Spirit. Like all meaningful gifts,
we can’t wait to tell others about them. Jesus said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been
given to me. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father
and of the Son and of the Holy Sprit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you; and
lo, I am with you always, to the close of the age.” We are baptized, empowered and sent to be the
messengers of Good News. May God be with you as you share the gifts of the Holy Spirit with your
family, friends, community and the world.

After five years at The Family Room, we have officially aged out. I cannot believe the sadness [ have
over this. I just wanted to share a few things with you. First to Sister Colleen, you are an amazing
woman and your love for all of us and especially the children is overwhelming. I thank you for caring
for us, praying for us, and loving us all these years. Your welcoming hellos and quiet talks make all
the difference.
Secondly to the current members of The Family Room, I cannot put into words what The Family
Room has done for my life. I moved to Gloucester and waited two years before joining FR, going
to Wendy’s and Walmart on a daily basis just to kill some time (not good for the soul, wallet or
waistline). I joined FR and my life changed. I was greeted by sweet women. I met women who had
the same issues with kids that I had. I was the youngest member for a very long time—23 with two
kids (and then three)—but I never felt that way.
These women of all ages embraced me and my children. My life flourished, from my first Mom’s
Night Out, to the monthly meetings. All of a sudden, I had a life outside my kitchen. Now, some of
you may have a great group of friends already, before joining, but there are those like me. New to
the area, new to motherhood, new to this whole grown-up life.

I promise, if you
work for The Family Room, it will work for you and, in the process, you will meet women you will
love like your sisters for the rest of your life and children you will love as your own.
